BUSING & BUS LOADING ZONE
SCHEDULE

Busing for eligible students will begin on Tuesday,
September 2, 2008. Junior and Senior Kindergarten
students will be bused if they reside a distance greater than
.2 km from the school. Grade 1, 2 and 3 students will be
bused if they reside a distance greater than 1.2 km from the
school while Grades 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 students will only be
bused if they reside a distance greater than 1.6 km from the
school as per Superior-Greenstone District School Board
Policy No. 301.

Students will be bussed home at 3:00 P.M.

The bus loading-zone is posted with no parking signs. The
side of Wenonah opposite the school is also a no parking
zone. For the safety of the students please do not park in
this area. Thank you for your cooperation.

We would ask that parents pin name and address labels on
the children's jackets for the first few days to help the bus
driver deliver students to the correct stop. If you have any
guestions about busing, please call the school at 826-40ll
or contact Jim Moffat at 826-4393.
